When the Pacific War
forced it to recess in 1941, it had
uncovered a wealth of astonishing talent,
and fired what the critics described as
the start of a cultural renaissance.
Published to coincide with its 75th
birthday, The Sydney Eisteddfod Story
takes us back to the beginnings of this
most successful ploy.
