It looks at the ‘celebrity-event’ 

funeral at the Adelaide Oval (MCed by the 

ubiquitous Eddie McGuire), the police 

investigation of the death, the 

alcohol-fuelled customs of our elite 

cricketers – and perhaps of Australia’s 

sporting culture – and the trial and 

exoneration of Micevic. It explores the 

collision of two worlds: that of a favourite 

Aussie son – and its attendant fame, 

celebrity and influence – and that of an 

outsider to the system. In examining 

these events, One Split Second reveals a 

lot about Australian society today.
